State Government received permission for building which might start in early 
September.

  After fulfilling the conditions of Ministério Público Federal (MPF)), Government of Paraíba got, 
yesterday, liberation for the area on Cabo Branco designated for Paraíba’s Conference Center. 
With an estimated budget of R$ 104 million, the building works might start in early September. 
According to Infrastructure Secretary, Francisco Sarmento, Government of Paraíba fulfilled, two 
weeks ago, all terms established in an Agreement with MPF and IBAMA more than two decades 
ago.
